*Leamlng how colours are used in the world around us, such
as our emergency services.
*Lin/eing colours to music and emotions.

We will then explore mixing colours by readlng ‘Mix it up' by
Herve Tullet. This is a fun way to ex,olore what hap,oens when
combintng colours.

What colour is love?' shows how colours can reflect our
emotions. We will be think[ng about how colours make us feel.
The children will be thtn/eing about colours that link to love and
talking about who we love. An ideal time for us to share our
photos for the nook!

Robin Red Vest'. This is a heartwarming winter tale of a little
robin who learns to share and it is revealed how the Robin got
his red breast!

Our In the moment planning' will run alongside our colour
theme and this will allow the children to steer our leammg S0
that we follow their interests. We imagine this will involve lots
of fun prloratary colour Iolay, sensory investigations and
much, much more! Kee,o a look out on Ta,oestry for regular
updates showlng where our learning has taken us!

There are many different events and festivals associated with colour
and light which people celebrate throughaut the Year. We will be
loo/elng at some of these this term. (Harvest, Christmas, Diwali, Eid,

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Continuous Provision

mroughout our environment, both indoors and outdoors the
children are encouraged to plaH and ex,olore in a variety of
ways. These s,oeclally selected resources are known as
‘continuous Iorovlslcm'. These resources are safe for the
children to explare, allawmg them to make choices and
initiate ,olay with or without an adult. Children are able to
return to their ex,olaraticms and consolidate their leammg
over the course of a daH or a more extended Ioerlod.
